Parishioner Appreciation Day  
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Throughout the Easter Season the first reading at all Masses (Sundays and weekdays) is from the Acts of 

the Apostles. We hear about the travels of St. Paul and the growth of Christianity because of his passion 

and that of the men and women who assisted him. 

 

Todayõs reading is a kind of summary statement of things so far. The disciples gathered together to share 

stories of how God òopened the door of faithó to all the nations. 

 

The imagery of opening a door is one to which we can all relate. We open  doors for other people and 

others open doors for us. We quickly open familiar doors and slowly open new doors. Persons with  

disabilities need human or mechanical assistance to open heavy doors 

into buildings. A door is a passageway from one space to another. 

 

Jesus also uses the imagery about  a door to refer to himself when he 

says I am the door or gate (see John 10: 7-9).  People can enter the 

flock of the Lord surely and safely through Jesus the gate and the 

shepherd. 

 

Think about people who have opened the door of faith for you. Think 

about people for whom you have helped to open the door of faith. A 

visit during Lent with one of our parishioners comes to my mind. She 

was suffering from cancer. She told me that when she feels pain she 

holds the cross on her rosary and Jesus takes away the pain. I listened 

in awe to this woman of deep faith who felt the presence of Christ so 

near. She helped to open more widely the door of faith for me.
