This indwelling presence of God within each believer is the theological basis of the Christian
method of prayer called Centering Prayer. This way of praying is a journey to the intimate care
of a person. It is a movement toward our center, where God dwells, waiting to meet us.

Centering Prayer follows these guidelines:

1. Choose a sacred word as the symbol [of
and action within. | often use the word peace when | pray the Centering Prayer.

2. Sitting comfortably and with eyes closed, settle briefly and silently introduce the sacred
word as the symbol of your consent to Godds
speak this word in your mind.

3. When you become aware of thoughts or feelings, return gently to the sacred word.
Sometimes the mind is so busy that much of the time is spent returning to the word. At other
times you might come to a place of deep quiet and peace.

4. Atthe end of the prayer period, remain in silence with eyes
closed for a couple of minutes. Then come out of the prayer with a
