The Spirit of Pentecost

Today we celebrate the completion of this glorious Easter season with the feast of Pentecost. We
remember the outpouring of the Holy Spirit upon the early Christian community. We renew our
own experience of the Holy Spirit as we follow the Risen One.

St. Cyril of Jerusalem (4th century) likens the effects of the Holy Spirit to the effect of rain upon a
plant world. Everything is dependent on water. Rain is always the same in itself. Yet it produces
different effects—one in the palm tree, another in the vine, another in an orange tree, and so on
throughout the whole of creation.

In the same way the Holy Spirit, whose nature is always the same, gives grace to each person.
Although the Spirit never changes, the effects of its action are many and marvelous.

The Spirit makes one person a teacher of truth, inspires another to work for justice, gives
another the energy to make peace, and enables another to interpret Scripture. The Spirit
strengthens one person’s self-control, shows another how to help the poor, teaches another how
to fast, and trains another how to proclaim the Good News with zeal. The action of the Holy
Spirit is different in different people but the Spirit itself is always the same.

On this Pentecost Sunday we rejoice that the presence and
action of the Holy spirit is revealed in each person for the
common good. How would you describe the manifestation of the
Holy Spirit in your life? What effects of the Holy Spirit do you no-
tice in people around you?
