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Last Sunday we celebrated Pentecost. Today we celebrate Trinity Sunday, and next Sunday is the Feast of 

the Body and Blood of Christ. These consecutive Sundays highlight three of the Catholic Church’s 17 so-

lemnities of the liturgical year. These three celebrations help us address some of the core mysteries of our 

faith. They mark our transition out of the Lent/Easter season and into the long stretch of Ordinary Time 

that will take us through summer and fall. 

 

Since the earliest Christian centuries we have used the word Trinity (three in one) to name God in dog-

mas, in creeds, and in the celebration of the Liturgy. Our prayers are addressed to God the Father, through 

Jesus Christ, in the Holy Spirit. Saints like Catherine of Siena have written poetically about this great mys-

tery: ―Eternal God, eternal Trinity, you are a mystery as deep as the sea; the more I search, the more I 

find, and the more I find the more I search for you. But I can never be satisfied; what I receive will ever 

leave me desiring more.‖ 

 

The focus in the Liturgy today is on our experience of God and God’s experience of us. ―I found delight in 

the human race‖ (Proverbs). ―What are we human beings that you care for us?‖ (Psalm 8). ―The love of 

God has been poured out into our hearts‖ (Romans). ―I have much more to tell you but you cannot bear it 

now‖ (John). 

 

Stay with any image of the Trinity from the Liturgy that lingers in your mind or heart or imagination. This 

may be a way God is reaching out to you.
