                              ñGalatians 5 
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On this Thirteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time, the image of a yoke weaves through the liturgy, Elisha had 

twelve yoke of oxen. This made him a wealthy man by his dayõs standards. He willingly gives all of this up to 

succeed Elijah as a prophet. Elisha even made a huge barbecue feast of his oxen before leaving. 

 

Jesus may have thought of this scene when he says in todayõs gospel, òNo one who sets a hand to the plow 

and looks to what is left behind is fit for the kingdom of God.ó Hearing Godõs call, faithfully following 

Christ, demands our complete attention. 

 

St. Paul says today, òStand firm and do not submit again to the yoke of slavery [to sin].ó The word 

òsubmitó literally means to be under the mission of something. We are to be under the mission of Christ, 

building up the Kingdom of God in our midst. In effect, we are to be yoked with Christ. 

 

Being yoked with Christ is to be the driving force in our lives. It is about living in the spirit of our patron, 

St. Richard:  òMay I know you more clearly, love you more dearly, and follow you more nearly.ó 

 

All of this does not mean that we disregard our physical needs or that we live in poverty. (Although, that 

is the very vocation for some people.) Rather, it means that everything we have or own is to help us to be 

good followers of Christ Jesus. The purpose of our lives is not to collect or selfishly cling to things but to 

allow them to assist us in spreading the Good News. 

 

Who is a model for you about being yoked to Christ? How is God calling you to be more freely yoked 

with Christ?
