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   With todayõs gospel story of the Good Samaritan I decided to do an internet search of the term. 

There were 19,900,847 results! Everything from Good Samaritan laws to hospitals, paintings, healing 

ointments, and much more. This story has sure captured the human imagination. 
 

Here is a quote from Origen (185-254), an earlier Christian scholar and theologian. 

     òThe man who was going down is Adam. Jerusalem is paradise, and Jericho is the 

world. The robbers are hostile powers. The priest is the law, the Levite is the prophets, 

and the Samaritan is Christ. The wounds are disobedience. The beast is the Lordõs body. 

The pandochium (that is, the stable), which accepts all who wish to enter, is the Church. 

The two denarii mean the Father and the Son. The manager of the stable is the head of 

the Church, to whom its care has been entrusted. The fact that the Samaritan promises 

he will return represents the Saviorõs second comingé 

     The Samaritan, ôwho took pity on the man who had fallen among thieves,õ is truly a 

ôguardian,õ and a closer neighbor than the Law and the Prophets. He showed that he was 

the manõs neighbor more by deed than by word. According to the passage that says, ôBe 

imitators of me, as I too am of Christ,õ it is possible for us to imitate Christ and to pity 

those who ôhave fallen among thieves.õ We can go to them, bind their wounds, pour in 

oil and wine, put them on our own animals, and bear their burdens.  

     The Son of God encourages us to do things like this. He is speaking not so much to 

the teacher of the law as to us and to everyone when he says, ôGo and do likewise.õ If we 

do, we will receive eternal life in Christ Jesus, to whom is glory and power for ages of 

ages. Amenó
